ministry of c.;hild and family services in Nicaragua 
had no place for her so they tumed to Mustard Seed for 
help. When Patric.:ia anived at the orphanage she was 
in very fragile health. Her stomach was badly swollen 
from severe malnutrition and her feet and anns were 
unusually slim. With regular nutrition, medical care and 
love, Patricia has become 
a healthy, beautiful 
and sweet-natured 
young girl.

The Mustard Seed philosophy is that our children 
1. have a home for life. When they tum 18. if they are 

not able to enter the community or choose not to, they 
c.;an stay at Hogar Belen. Once a Muslard Seed child. 
always a Mustard Seed child. 

The majOJity of ch,ildren at Hogar Belen have 
physical disabilities; many also have menta] disabilities. 

We provide Inmsportation for Mustard Seed 
children and lor children in the neighborhood to public.; 
school. Medi~ UIre is provided through regular doctor 
visiL<;. a<; well as in clinics and hospitalS in Managua. All 
the childmfl's meals, clothing, religious instruction and 
recreational activities are covered. We offer financial 
support to schools in the community and provide book\, 
unifon11S and school supplies to children that might not 
othelWise be able to go to school without them. 

Our trained stall of J8 dedicated individuals 
indudes physical therapists, C<\Cegivers and security 
personnel who work inlWo shirts to provide round-the­
clock care to resident children.
